Member Benefits and Responsibilities

Members will be issued with a unique access card for the Tingrith Fishery Gates. Applicable
between dawn and dusk.

The access card is the property of Tingrith Fishery and made available to the member, if any
card is lost or becomes unusable a charge of £10 will be made to issue a replacement.

Only members cars are allowed in the complex and no member may give access to anyone else.
Members are requested to ensure that the gate closes behind them on entry and exit and do not
allow any others access to the site.

Night Fishing is by prior arrangement. A minimum of 24 hours notice is required.

Five free night-fishing sessions are included in the membership fee.

Members may have 3 paying guest visits per year, to be booked in at least 24 hrs in advance.
(ie one guest three times or 3 guests once)

Members to carry their membership card at all times. Members may ask anyone on site to
produce their identification. Should you be asked please do not take offence as it will only be
done to protect all our interests.

General Rules and Regulations:

Equipment and valuables are left on the bank at the owners own risk

Absolutely no litter to be discarded. No keepnets

Barbless hooks only. Two rods maximum

Each angler must have his/her own landing net

Please do not use nuts, beans, chickpeas or seed mixes. Please do not use lures
Please do not use live or dead baits (unless purchased on site)

Please do not use bait boats or similar

Please do not use fixed “method” or fixed bolt rigs

Please keep bite alarms at minimum level

One swim per angler, no “walking or stalking” with rods

Please do not use hook lengths of same strength as, or heavier than, main line.
Please do not use “sweet corn or luncheon meat” type tins, or glass bottles on the bank.
Please do not leave baited rods in the water — unattended

Please do not handle fish with a cloth — either wet or dry

No fires (including disposable BBQs). No radios, DVDs, TV’s without headphones
Sorry - No Dogs. Absolutely No Alcohol.

Use platforms where provided and/or designated swims only

Unhooking Mats are required

Night Fishing Additions:

By prior arrangement only - minimum 24 hours notice.

Juniors: All under-18’s must be accompanied on a one-to-one basis

minimum age is 12 years old.

Any Angler using the grounds as a toilet will be asked to leave immediately

A fishing environment can be dangerous, please be sensible and take care whilst fishing
on the banks and platforms

Members will be excluded should a breach of any of these conditions occur, with
no refund applicable
